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DISASTERS EMERGENCY COMMITTEE (DEC) — VENUZUELA from Nick Waring
(ABERFELDY)

Over the last week | have been working at the Disasters Emergency
Committee in London on launching the DEC Venezuela appeal following the
earthquakes that hit the country a week or so ago, and where over 2,000 have
died and many thousands are missing. As Finance Director of the DEC, I'm
responsible for ensuring we account for all the funds, and safely and quickly
transfer the funds overseas.

The DEC raises funds from the UK public for global humanitarian crises and has
raised over £2.6 billion since it was formed in 1963. So far, we have raised
around £10m for Venezuela, which will be shared across our 15 members
including Tearfund and Christian Aid, as well as British Red Cross, Save the
Children and Oxfam.

Examine the rare and fascinating 1600s painted ceiling of an austere Highland
church.

There’s record of a church at ‘Carantuli’ in about 1250, though the existing St
Mary’s Church probably dates from about 1533. After the Reformation of 1560,
the church was modified to make it fit for reformed worship.

The modification of the church included its magnificent 1600s painted ceiling. It
shows saints, proverbs, angels and, at the very centre, death itself. It’s one of
only two church ceilings of the post-Reformation period still in its original setting
