 Regeneration — Christ in You: The New Creation Life
“If anyone is in Christ, he is a new creation. The old has gone, the new has come.” — 2 Corinthians 5:17
· Being in Christ is not just religious belief—it's a new identity.
· The moment we are born again, Christ Himself enters us by His Spirit. It's not just principle—it’s a Person.
· We are not partly new—we are fully new in spirit.
· Regeneration is not moral improvement, it is spiritual resurrection.
Ravenhill: “Are the things you are living for worth Christ dying for?”
Spiritual Union: One Spirit with Him
· 1 Corinthians 6:17 — “Whoever is united with the Lord is one spirit with Him.”
· Like a mother and unborn child: separate persons, but one shared life.
Inheritance & Authority
· We have the fullness of Christ—not a junior Holy Spirit.
· Ephesians 2:6 — We are seated with Christ in heavenly places, above the power of darkness.
· 2 Peter 1:3 — “His divine power has given us everything we need for life and godliness.”
· We are chosen in Christ before the foundation of the world.
We are made holy and blameless in His sight.
We are adopted as sons and daughters of God.
We are redeemed and forgiven through His blood.
We are lavished with grace.
We are called according to His purpose.
We have received an inheritance.
We are sealed with the Holy Spirit.
· 

2 Restoration — The Lost Things Recovered (Sozo)
Jesus doesn’t just forgive — He restores, heals, delivers, and makes whole.
· Greek word Sozo = Salvation + Healing + Deliverance + Restoration + Wholeness.
· Luke 19:10 — “The Son of Man came to seek and save what was lost.”
· God restores:
1 Relationship - Romans 5:10
2 Purpose – 2 Tim 1:9
3 The Inner Person - Luke 8:36
4 The Body - Mark 10:52
Enemy’s Strategy: Topos – A Foothold Through Lies & Sin
· Ephesians 4:27 — “Do not give the devil a foothold (topos).”
· If you do what is right will you not be accepted? But if you do not do what is right, sin is crouching at your door, it desires to have you, but you must master it” Gen 4:7
· He has nothing in me (no hold on me) John 14: 30 Jesus 
· Topos = legal right, territory, place.
· Satan cannot possess a believer’s spirit, but he can influence the soul (mind, emotions, will) through:
Lies, shame, bitterness, control, fear, rejection, unforgiveness.
Ravenhill: “The greatest miracle God can do today is take an unholy man out of an unholy world, and make him holy, then put him back into that world and keep him holy.”
Repentance breaks legal ground.
Repentance = Breaking agreement with darkness and aligning with God.

 Revival Story 1 — The Hebrides Revival (1949)
During a prayer meeting, an 84-year-old man stood and prayed,
"God, You promised to pour water on the thirsty and floods upon the dry ground—are You true to Your word?”
He fell under the power of God, and conviction swept the island.
People walking on roads, in pubs, and in homes fell on their knees in repentance, crying out for mercy.
Restoration began where repentance opened the door.
WILL, SPIRIT, BODY, SOUL
· A non-Christian’s spirit is unregenerated and vulnerable to full demonic control, including possession.
· A Christian’s spirit is sealed, regenerated, and joined to Christ, and cannot be possessed or affected at the spirit level.
· However, a Christian’s soul and body can still be influenced, oppressed, or tormented — depending on where they give the enemy topos (place, ground, legal right).

3 Transformation — Metamorphosis: Becoming Who You Already Are
“We are being transformed into His image with ever-increasing glory.” — 2 Corinthians 3:18
· Transformation is not behavior modification, but Spirit-led metamorphosis.
· Greek word: Metamorphoō — the same word used at the Transfiguration.
· The Spirit brings transformation as:
Truth renews the mind
Presence renews the soul
        TRANSFORMATION  
  (Becoming Who You Already Are)
 THE WORD OF TRUTH       THE PRESENCE OF GOD
(Reveals who you are)   (Reveals who He is)
Why Many Don’t Transform:
1. The Flesh — old patterns of thinking
2. The World — pressure to live outside truth
3. Satan — lies empowered through agreement
Ravenhill: “We are not going to move this world by criticism of it, nor by conformity to it, but by combustion within it of lives ignited by the Spirit of God.”

4 Renewal — The Mind, Soul, and Foundations Being Rebuilt
Renewing the Mind:
Lies lose power as we confront them with truth.
Whatever you agree with, you empower.
The Three Core Lies:
1 Performance — “My value depends on what I do.”
2 People-Pleasing — “My worth depends on who likes me.”
3 Control — “I must protect myself to survive.”
But the truth:
· Your worth was settled at the cross.
· God loves you because of who He is, not what you do.

Awakening — When Truth Hits the Heart — Not Just the Head
· Awakening is when truth stops being information—and becomes revelation.
· Something begins to burn inside—a holy dissatisfaction.
· You start to hunger for God, not just knowledge about God.
Ravenhill: “You never have to advertise a fire. Everyone comes running when there’s a fire.”

 Revival Story  — The Welsh Revival (1904)
Evan Roberts prayed: “Bend me, Lord.”
Then he preached four simple points:
1 Confess all known sin
2 Remove all doubtful things
3 Obey the Holy Spirit
4 Publicly confess Christ
Bars emptied, debts were repaid, police stations closed, lives awakened.
Awakening turns belief into burning conviction.

6 Revival — When Whole Lives Ignite Whole Communities
Revival is not simply more meetings.
Revival is when God's presence manifests and transforms people, towns, and culture.
Ravenhill: “Revival is God’s finger pointing at me.”
Ravenhill: “Prayer is not preparation for revival — prayer IS revival.”
Revival is not when people come to church.
Revival is when God comes to church.
